THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW 
Attire 

 All riders are required to wear USEF approved head gear while mounted. 

 Proper show attire is required for all classes (except leadline). 

 Mane braiding is optional. 
 

Classes 

 Management reserves the right to cancel or combine classes if necessary. 

 Exhibitors are expected to be prompt for their classes.  Multiple rides will be given 

consideration.  A one minute call will be placed on an open gate. 

 Please observe the dotted line on course when making courtesy circles. 

 In order to add or scratch classes, an official add/scratch form must be filled 

out and delivered to the show secretary’s office.   

 Horses shown in classes not entered or entered at the gate will be charged a $15 

penalty fee in addition to the regular class fee. 
 

Stalls 

 Stalls will be available after 2 p.m. on Saturday. 

 Stalls are 10’x10’ temporary stalls with doors.  

 Shavings are NOT included.  Please order shavings ($8 per bale) before you arrive.  

Because of the cost of manure removal, please do not bring your own bedding. 
 

Schooling 

 The show arena will be open for schooling on Saturday from 2 p.m. to 7 p.m. and 

on Sunday morning until 7 am.  Short/Long Stirrup schooling at 7:40 a.m. 

 Sand warm-up arena with fences available day of show.  In addition, a warm-up 

class will remain open all day.  Fence heights will change as show progresses.

 Food available at show grounds. 

 A charge of $30 will be made for returned checks. 

 All dogs must be on a leash.  Please leave dogs at home if possible. 

 Show starts at 8 a.m. sharp.
